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Lesson 13: Divine Delegates

Animals Are Divine Delegates

فَلَما قَضينَا علَيه الْموت ما دلَّهم علَ موته ا دابةُ ارضِ تَاكل منساتَه فَلَما خَر تَبينَتِ الْجِن ان لَّو كانُوا يعلَمونَ }
هِينذَابِ الْمالْع ا لَبِثُوا فم بالْغَي }

And when We decreed that he should die, naught indicated to them that he was dead but the
Beast of the Earth (termites) devouring his staff; and when he fell down, the jinn saw clearly that,
had they only known the Unseen, they would not have continued in the humbling chastisement.
(Seba 34:14).

Many times, in the Qur’an, the role and delegation given to animals has been demonstrated. As
examples:

1. Part of a sacrificed cow (The Cow of Bani Israel) brought back to life a murdered man to bear witness
as to who killed him.

{انَّ اللَّـه يامركم ان تَذْبحوا بقَرةً}

'God commands you to sacrifice a cow.' (Al Baqarah 2:67)

2. A spider that protected the Prophet while he was in the cave.

{اللَّـه هرفَقَدْ نَص وهرتَنص ا}

If you do not help him, yet God has helped him already (Al Tawba 9:40).
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3. A crow became the teacher of man.

{ فَبعث اللَّـه غُرابا}

Then God sent forth a raven (Al Maida 5:31).

4. A hoopoe bird that was assigned to to deliver the letter of Prophet Suliman (pbuh) to Queen Baqlis,
the ruler of the Land of Seba:

{اذْهب بِتَابِ هـٰذَا}

Take this letter of mine.(An Naml 27:28).

5. Small birds that were charged with the task of throwing stones upon the Army of the Elephant:

{ابِيلبا ارطَي هِملَيع لسراو}

And He sent upon them birds in flights (Al Fil 105:3).

6. A serpent, a means for truth for Prophet Moses(pbuh):

{بِينانٌ مبثُع ذَا هفَا}

and behold, it was a serpent manifest. (Al A’raf 7:107).

7. A whale, commissioned to punishment for Prophet Yunus(pbuh):

{وتالْح هفَالْتَقَم}

Then the whale swallowed him down (As Saffat 37:142).

8. Termites, the means in which the death of Prophet Sulaiman (pbuh) was discovered:

{تَهانسم لكضِ تَارةُ اابد}

The Beast of the Earth devouring his staff. (Seba 34:14).

9. The dog, a companion of the people of the cave, was responsible for guarding them:



{وكلْبهم باسطٌ ذِراعيه بِالْوصيدِ}

and their dog 'stretching its paws on the threshold.
(Al Kahf 18:18).

10. Four birds (Peacock, pigeon, cock, and crow) provided contentment to Prophet Ibrahim(pbuh)

{فَخُذْ اربعةً من الطَّيرِ}

Take four birds. (Al Baqarah 2:260).

11. A donkey, the reason for certainty of Prophet Uzair(pbuh) in the Resurrection:

{وانظُر الَ حمارِكَ}

And look at thy donkey. (Al Baqarah 2:259).

12. The camel, cow, and sheep in the Hajj Pilgrimage, become divine symbols:

{رِ اللَّـهائن شَعم مَا للْنَاهعدْنَ جالْبو}

And the beasts of sacrifice - We have appointed them for you as among God's waymarks (Al Hajj
22:36).

13. Animals, become a means to know God:

{قَتخُل فيك بِلا َلونَ انظُري ََفا}

What, do they not consider how the camel was created?
(Al Ghashiya 88:17).

14. Animals, become a means of a test to mankind:

{ماحرِمو مدِييا تَنَالُه}

that your hands and lances attain (Al Maida 5:94).

15. Animals, become the miracles of God:



{نَاقَةُ اللَّـه ـٰذِهه}

This is the She-camel of God. (Al Araf 7:73).

16. Animals, are a means of Divine anger and punishment:

{والْجراد والْقُمل والضفَادِعَ}

The locusts, the lice and the frogs (Al Araf 7:133).
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
