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Love and Friendship

Islam invites towards love and friendship with one another. Imam Ja’far Sadiq (a.s.) says:

اتَّقُوا اله و كونُوا اخْوةً بررةً متَحابِين ف اله متَواصلين متَراحمين تَزاوروا و تََقَوا و تَذَاكروا و احيوا امرنَا

“Fear Allah, be good brothers (of each other), love each other for the sake of Allah, maintain family
relations, have mercy on each other, visit and meet each other, discuss our affairs (traditions) and
enliven them.”1

Imam Ja’far Sadiq (a.s.) also said:

“The right of Muslims upon each other is that they maintain (good) relations with each other and strive
excessively for cooperation, love, equity and brotherhood. They fulfill the needs of the needy, treat each
other with love and affection the way Allah has ordered, they are compassionate among themselves,
take care in each other’s absence and behave with each other in a manner which the companions of the
Holy Prophet (s.a.w.a.) used to behave.”2
