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Mystics are Guests of Allih

Some mystics like Ibn al-’Arabls consider the s=fiis (those who possess the purity of heart and have
attained proximity to God) to be the guests of Allsh (SwT). In his Futshisit al-Makkiyyah he says:
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The mystics (al-slsIfiyyah) are guests of Allh, for they journeyed from the pleasures of their lower self
and everything in sacrifice for the neighborhood of God; so they alighted in His neighborhood, and hence
do not perform any action save by the permission of He, Whose neighborhood they alighted as guests,
and that is Allih; therefore they do not do anything, nor settle down, nor move save by the Divine
Command; and one who does not have such a character, he is [still] walking on the way, crossing the
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springs of his self until he reaches his Lord, and then it is when he is a guest...”"1
