It should also not be forgotten that making friends is not sufficient; but it is also necessary to retain their
friendship. This would be possible only when we behave with them properly and sincerely. Imam Ali (a)
has said:

“A man who has no friends is very poor. And poorer than he, is he who cannot retain the friendship and
loses his friends”.
