7– Imam al-Kazim (a.s.) was once asked about gypsum that is burnt along with dried excrement and
bone ash, and then used to plaster a mosque, and whether prostration on such plaster is allowed. He
replied, ‘Verily water and fire [from the kilning process] have purified it.’[al-Kafi, v. 3, p. 330, no. 3]

10– Imam Ali (a.s.) said, ‘Since you have no choice but to purify your bodies, then make a point of
purifying yourselves of your faults and your sins.’[Ghurar al-Hikam, no. 3743]

1. Ritual purification (Tahur): ablution (wuzu’), major ablution (ghusl), dry ablution (tayammum), as well as cleaning and
purifying one’s body from all things considered impure in Islam (ed.)
