8– ‘Aumar narrated, ‘On the day of the battle of Khaybar, some of the Prophet (S)’s companions came to
him, [listing who had been martyred], ‘x is a martyr, y is a martyr, etc…’ until they mentioned a particular
man as having been martyred, upon which the Prophet (S) exclaimed, ‘No way, verily I have seen him
burning in the Fire, clad in a shawl or a cloak that he had taken [as a breach of trust of the war
booty].’[al-Targhib wa al-Tarhib, v. 2, p. 307, no. 4]
